Awards made June or July 05, 
Funds received September 05.  Announcement will be 3 or 5 year grants.  Working on RFP this fall. 

Was current grant cycle considered seed money?  If yes, current grantees not eligible.  Next cycle.  
Tribes will have no money to continue.  Kathy said successful grantees should not be penalized.  It is 
not real clear.  Next round should specify.  Barbara Hart—additional money to continue and new 
grantees 

Decrease money not clear “slight increase” $50K not enough for large tribes.  In Alaska travel is 
very expensive.  Lots of issues are not clear.  Larry said no carryover and reallocation.  Raise grant 
amount to $75K.
